Recent annual U.S. euthanasia
numbers estimate as many as 5
million cats and dogs did not die
peacefully, nor were they loved.

You CAN do something about that!
You can promote early age spaying
and neutering. And together we can
make this world a better place for
our animals.
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Part of responsible pet ownership
includes knowing your responsibilities
under the laws of your area. The
following is a summary of animal laws for
Marion County of which you should be
aware. The complete animal ordinances
for Marion County and other select
Central Indiana communities can be
found on our website:

You cannot tie or chain your dog
outside between the hours of 11
p.m. and 6 a.m. If your dog is not
spayed or neutered, it cannot be
tied or chained outside at any time
unless a competent adult is on the
property and monitoring it.

It is unlawful to let your dog or cat
roam at large. It must be confined
in your home, your yard, or on a
leash at all times. Cats that are
part of a registered, managed feral
cat colony are excluded from this
at-large provision.

You must provide your pet with
adequate food, water and shelter.
If your pet becomes ill or injured,
you must seek veterinary care.
Your dog, cat or ferret must be
currently vaccinated against rabies,
and should wear a rabies tag
attached to its collar.

If you injure an animal, you must

call to report the accident
immediately.

It is unlawful to abandon an animal.
This means leaving an animal
behind when you move, turning an
animal loose in a park or woods,
and similar acts.

Dog fighting is a crime. If you stage
a dog fight, possess or use a dog
for fighting, possess dog fighting

paraphernalia, or even just attend a
dog fight, you can be sentenced
and may serve jail time.

It is unlawful to poison an animal or
to use a leg-hold trap to catch one.
If a humane box trap is used, it
must be checked and emptied at
least every 24 hours.

Finally, it is unlawful to let your pet
create a noise, odor or sight
nuisance. Continuous barking
constitutes a nuisance and could
land you in court.

Violations of any animal
ordinance could subject you to fines, limit
the number of pets you may own, and
you may also risk the loss of your pet.
Please take the time to learn these or the
laws in effect where you live, and follow
them. If you have any questions about
these laws, call Animal Care & Control
during business hours at 327-1397.
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Recently SNSI was interviewed as part of
a ¥z hour special which aired on July 29th
on Fox 59. The first two segments
featured an Indianapolis Animal Care &
Control spokesperson talking about dog
bites and responsible pet ownership. The
final segment featured SNSI's own
Christine Jeschke talking about spay-
neuter and pet overpopulation.

On June 26th, Christine again
represented SNSI during an segment on
WIBC, the subject of which was a dog
attack incident. Christine discussed the
importance of spay/neuter in reducing
dog bites and SNSI's role in funding
surgeries for groups that help and
advocate for dogs, including Indy Pit
Crew.

IndyFeral was established in 2002 “as a
means of changing the way stray and
feral (wild) cats have been
traditionally viewed and dealt with in
our community.” IndyFeral believes
that stray and feral cats are not
themselves the root cause of problems,
but are a symptom of the low value
some people hold for companion
animals. IndyFeral’'s Executive
Director, Lisa Tudor puts it this way: “
Every feral cat is the end result of
irresponsible pet owners who failed to
spay or neuter their cats and then let
them roam freely. As a ‘community’ we
have an ethical responsibility to
address the problem ‘we’ created.”
Traditional methods for
controlling stray and feral cat
populations have typically involved
attempting to remove the cats from the
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The barns at the Indiana State
Fairgrounds were over-run with cats.
There are approximately 50 cats that
have been dumped over the years or are
the result of litters from these cats.
IndyFeral and SNSI teamed up to help
them.

Thirty of the cats were humanely
trapped for a spay/neuter day that was
held on Wednesday, July 18th. They
were examined, vaccinated and sterilized
by a veterinarian. Once recuperated,
they were returned to their familiar
habitat and provided food, water and
long-term monitoring by their caretakers.

Volunteers with IndyFeral then
implemented a feral cat management
program. The goal of feral cat
management is to maximize the quality
of life for the cats and eliminate the
existing colony over time through
attrition. The remaining cats will be
trapped as part of this on-going program.

SNSI was pleased to provide the
funding to make this project possible.
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environment. Since feral cats by
definition do not make good adoption
candidates, they are most often killed
when they are taken to shelters. For a
variety of reasons, including the
monetary costs involved, the
“manpower” required, and the negative
public reaction to efforts that include
“killing cats”, trap and remove efforts
have largely failed to reduce the free-
roaming cat population.

IndyFeral employs a method
called TNR (Trap, Neuter, Return),
where cats are humanely trapped,
evaluated and treated by vets,
vaccinated and neutered, and returned
to their environment where they are
watched over by caretakers.

This method not only helps
reduce the population by eliminating
further breeding by treated cats, but the
“problem behaviors” that many people
find objectionable are reduced as well.
Behaviors such as fighting, yowling,
and urine-marking are mostly mating-
related activities which neutering
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eliminates, making cats better
neighbors. Since TNR is a “life-
affirming” method, it tends to attract
more volunteers and supporters than
trap and remove methods. This makes
TNR far less expensive than trap and
remove efforts, which are often funded
by tax dollars.

Through the efforts of
IndyFeral, feral cats are now
specifically addressed in the Marion
County animal ordinances, and TNR
through IndyFeral has been officially
endorsed by the City-County Council.

Indications are that IndyFeral’s
TNR efforts are working. Stray and
feral cat intake at Indianapolis Animal
Care and Control has been down every
year since 2004, including a drop of
35% in 2006 alone. This has allowed
IACC to reduce the euthanasia of cats,
which increases the chance of adoption
for the cats that remain.
