A Brief History of SNSI 
In l977 Winifred Flowers and Joyce 
Crowell noticed many stray and dead 
animals on the streets of Indianapolis.  
As they drove to work each day, they 
became more and more concerned 
about this overpopulation problem 
and decided to do something about it.           
 They talked to friends, co-
workers, and acquaintances.  They 
also contacted a lawyer who advised 
them how to write the Articles of 
Incorporation and By Laws. Joining 
Winnie and Joyce as signers of the

fledgling volunteer group were 
JoAnn Copeland, Ginny Kingsbury, 
Marcia Galloway, Mona Rinear, and 
Marilyn McCormick.              
 One major hurdle was 
finding a compassionate vet who 
would work for a low-cost program.  

One was found on the Southside.  
Early volunteers gave countless hours 
with fundraising events, publicity 
activities, and surgery schedules.   As 
long-time supporter Jane Yakey often 
said, "SNSI is the best-kept secret in 
Indy."          
 Almost 30 years later, with 
over 42,000 spay-neuter surgeries 
completed, SNSI has evolved into a 
well-known, well-respected 
organization whose mission still is to 
provide low-cost surgical fee 
assistance to pet owners, promote 
humane education, and collaborate 
with other animal welfare groups.

Board of Directors 
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We’ve heard the 
stories, and  
perhaps you have 
too.  “I didn’t think 
she was old 
enough to get  
pregnant”  or “ The 
vet said to wait 
until she was 
older.”   Then just 
like that, an 
“oops” litter is 
born.  Even  
otherwise  
knowledgeable and responsible pet 
owners can sometimes fall prey to 
an “oops” litter if they don’t know 
just how early pets can breed and 
don’t take proper precautions. 
 If it has been a while since 
you’ve had a new kitten or puppy, 
you may not know that more and 
more veterinarians are spaying and 
neutering at an earlier age than the 
six to nine months that was stan-
dard in the past.   
 Called “pediatric”, 
“juvenile”, or “early” spay/neuter, 
surgery from two months and up is 
becoming more common, and it has 
many benefits besides eliminating 
the chance of an accidental litter. 

 While 
spay/neuter is  
already safe and 
routine, vets are 
finding that the 
procedure is even 
less risky for 
younger patients.  
They often exhibit 
less discomfort 
immediately after 
the procedure, and 
their recovery and 
healing times are 

noticeably shorter.  The rate of 
growth and development of pets 
spayed and neutered at an early age 
is comparable to those done at six 
to nine months of age, and the risk 
of long-term complications related 
to the surgery is very low. 
 Pediatric spay/neuter is 
finding the greatest acceptance 
among shelters and rescue groups 
who know from experience that the 
only way to be certain a pet is fixed 
is to do it prior to adoption.  But 
private practice vets are starting to 
catch on too.  For more information 
visit our website:

At SNSI, one of the cores of our mission 
is collaboration with other animal 
welfare groups.  We are 
privileged to serve in 
communities that have 
many groups that help 
animals in different 
ways. Often, the best 
results occur when 
groups get together  and 
contribute their expertise 
to save lives.  
  Recently, SNSI 
was pleased to be asked 
to assist in just such a 
project.  Because of their 
sheer numbers, cats at Indianapolis 
Animal Care & Control have a 
particularly tough time finding homes 
under the best of circumstances.  When 
they are not spayed or neutered, it 
makes them that much more difficult to 
place.   
 This sad fact was on the minds 
of Lisa Tudor of IndyFeral and Jane 
Heine of Tails a’ Waggin’, and they 

decided to see if they could help a group 
of these cats.  

 IACC staff 
selected 22 cats that, 
other than being intact, 
were prime candidates 
for adoption.  IndyFeral 
granted the use of their 
clinic to provide 
vaccinations, medical 
check up, and 
spay/neuter, and SNSI 
provided funding for the 
project.   Tails a’ 
Waggin’ transported the 
cats and made certain 

they got listed on several adoption sites, 
including PetFinder.com. 
 The project was a great success 
and has already been repeated, with ten 
more cats fixed at the Hamilton County 
Low Cost Spay Neuter Clinic.

Central Indiana has a new low cost 
spay/neuter resource, and it is 
called, simply and descriptively, the 
Hamilton County Low 
Cost Spay Neuter 
Clinic.   
 This is the 
second clinic 
dedicated to low cost, 
high volume spay and 
neuter procedures, the first being 
the FACE clinic in downtown 
Indianapolis.   
 The Hamilton County Low 
Cost Spay Neuter Clinic is open for 
surgeries Monday through Thursday 

by appointment only.  You can call 
(317) 706-0537 between 9:00 am 
and 4:00 pm to schedule your 

appointment.   
 There is a 
vaccine clinic Monday 
through Thursday from 
4:00-5:00 pm and 
Saturday 10:00 am - 
2:00 pm on a first 

come, first served basis. No 
appointment is necessary for the 
vaccine clinic.
