Dog Bite Prevention

With the rash of dog bites in the news, we thought we would
offer our readers a few tips on how to avoid trouble. The vast
majority of bites come from dogs that are not altered, so
please have your dog spayed or neutered, and encourage
your friends, family, and neighbors to do so as well. In
addition, consider the following tips from the Indiana
Veterinary Medical Association (wWww.invma.orq).

Never leave a small child or baby unattended with a pet -
even a familiar one.

Teach children how to play safely with animals. Never
tease or bother a cat or dog - especially those with
babies, sleeping, on a leash, or behind a fence.

Teach children to avoid all stray and unfamiliar animals.
Always have an adult owner introduce the child to a new
animal.

Teach children to "Be a Tree" if approached by a strange
dog.
" Stand still with hands at your sides - do not run or

scream.
Look straight ahead; avoid eye contact - some dogs
feel threatened.
Do not move until the animal is gone. Tell an adult
what happened. If you do not move, the dog will lose
interest and leave.
If a dog knocks you to the ground, curl up in a ball --
protect your face, neck and head.

If attacked, offer the dog a book, jacket or backpack to

chew on.

Teach children always to ask permission before petting

an animal.

Remember: Animals do not think like people.

Know whom to call ahead of time.

In December 2006 and January 2007,
Move to ACT, a local animal welfare
watchdog organization,
asked this question of
Marion County veterinary
clinics.

What to do if you lose or find a pet

What to do if you have lost a pet...

Immediately and thoroughly search the
area where your pet was lost. Ask
neighbors, delivery workers, and postal
carriers in the area to be on the lookout
for your pet and to contact you if it is
seen.

Call and visit these two Indianapolis
area animal shelters. Stray animals are
received daily and held for 4 days.
Strays are then either put up for
adoption, euthanized, or sent away
with an animal rescue organization.

Submit your pet’s information in the
Lost and Found database at the HSI.

Check the Star classifieds Lost and
Found section and check the area
where you lost your pet, including vet
offices, for notices placed by a person
who might have found your pet.

A microchip or ID tag will improve the
chances of being reunited with your
pet.

What to do if you have found a
friendly stray dog...

If the dog has ID tags - call the owner
right away.

No ID tags - take it to a vet or an
animal shelter to have it scanned for a
microchip.

No microchip - take to HSI for a $20
surrender fee or to IACC for no fee.

If you decide to take the dog into your
home - be sure to submit the dog’s
information in the Lost and Found
database at HSI.

Check the Star classifieds Lost and
Found section and check the area
where you found the dog, including vet
offices, for signs placed by the owner.

If the owner cannot be located, you
may either keep the dog or try to find
another home by referring to http://
www.indiana-paw.com/indianadb.htm
to locate a rescue group in the area
that may be able to help you find a new
home for the dog.
