Although your dog will do just

about anything for one of those

bacon-flavored treats, humans
have reported they do not
actually taste like bacon. In

fact, one father-daughter duo
close to SNSI has stated, “They
taste disgusting!”
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Animal welfare group
Move to Act hosted a two-day
workshop where participants from
all over the country learned more
about building a no kill
community. Many SNSI
supporters and board members
attended the May event
to hear in detail about
the programs and policies
used in other communities
to reduce and ultimately
eliminate the killing of cats
and dogs.

If you're wondering
whether this goal is attainable,
consider the following as reported
by Mr. Winograd:

A full time student
receiving food stamps
One who had lost
everything in flood while
on Medicaid and food
stamps, currently
unemployed

Someone who just
completed a degree and
is searching for full time
work

A kind-hearted person
who found four kittens on
the side of a road and did
not want them to be run
over. This person didn’t
have money to fix them
and asked SNSI to help.
They receive Medicaid
and food stamps.

In the period 2001-2003,
the Tompkins County SPCA
(New York) went from an
agency:

« that was killing 100% of feral
cats to killing none
» that was killing healthy dogs
and cats to killing none
« that was killing treatable sick/
injured dogs and cats to killing
none
« that reduced the death rate by
75%
* that increased the number of
animals spayed/neutered before
adoption from 10% to 100%

If you want to make a
difference in the lives of cats and
dogs in our community, here are a
handful of the ways the
Community Assessment white
paper recommends you can get
involved:

Talk to city-county
counselors about the need
for our city to subsidize a
high-volume, low-cost spay-
neuter clinic. To find out who
your counselor is, visit
www.indygov.org.

Learn more about feral/free-
roaming cats. If there are
unmanaged cat colonies in
your neighborhood or work
place, be proactive by
learning about Trap-Neuter-
Return (TNR) and contacting
a TNR group for assistance.
Ask neighbors and friends if
their pets are spayed and
neutered. If they aren't,
encourage them to do so.
Attend monthly public
meetings at Indianapolis
Animal Care

and Control to
speak on
behalf of the
animals.
Donate
time, supplies
or financial
resources to
animal welfare
groups.
