Progress continues to be very
positive at the Humane Society of
Indianapolis (HSI). HSI has
growing partnerships with groups
such as IndyFeral, Friends of
Indianapolis Dogs Outside, and
Cats Haven and is working
diligently to find more and creative
ways to save animals. The shelter
is now putting FIV+ cats up for
adoption as well as a variety of
other special needs animals and
adoptions are way up! HSI reduced
its shelter staff a year ago and is
now in the process of finding ways
to ramp back up to handle more
animals while staying within a
responsible budget. Work hasn't
started on the low-income public
spay-neuter clinic yet, but 100% of
HSI’'s animals are altered before
being placed on the adoption floor!

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Breed-Specific
Legislation in
Indianapolis

Breed-specific legislation
(BSL) applies only to dogs of a
certain appearance, not to any
and all dogs. It does not take into
account how the owner has
raised, trained, or managed the
dog. It does not take into account
the dog’s actual behavior.

Why Is BSL Wrong?

e BSL does not improve public
safety or prevent dog bites.

o BSL ignores the plight of
victims and potential victims of
non-targeted breeds.

e BSL is costly.

e BSL requires each and every

dog to be identified as a

breed—something that has

proven impossible to do
acs%Jrater and objectively.

BSL makes targeted breeds

more desirable to

irresponsible and criminal
owners.

e BSL does nothing to make
irresponsible dog owners
accountable.

e BSL punishes responsible dog
owners.

e Not a single canine welfare
organization supports BSL.
