SNSI Board Member,
Verna Boggs, attended the
Volunteer Orientation at
Indianapolis Animal Care &
Control (IACC) in April. The
orientation was conducted by
Adam Garrett who has been the
Community Outreach Coordinator
for IACC for four years. Adam
started as a volunteer for the
shelter prior to being on the
payroll.

The orientation lasted a
couple hours and included hands-
on with the dogs and cats and
was fully informative. The
orientation class of seven people
learned about all the opportunities
to help the animals and how to

read the information found on
their kennel cards and then how
to remove a dog from its kennel.
Cross-contamination and
disease prevention were
covered. IACC takes seriously
the responsibility they have in
caring for such a large volume of
animals, and they strive to keep
the animals healthy and safe.
For example, puppies under six
months require special
consideration so that the Parvo
virus doesnot
kill puppies.

The class received a full
tour of the building which is a
series of rooms and hallways.
We learned what tasks are
conducted in every room of the
building from the office area to
the receiving door where
unwanted or stray animals are
brought in.

So what is the greatest
need at IACC? Two things:
more consistent volunteers
during the week and more
foster homes . As people are
more readily available on the
